DO I  HAVE TO ATTEND ALL THE
SHOWS MY DANCER IS

ASSIGNED TO?
No, parent attendance is not required for all the

shows, but of course you are more than welcome!

If a parent is not attending a show that their dancer is
schedule to perform in, simply drop off your dancer in

the RLHS lobby, in the section labeled "STUDENT
DROP-OFF AREA." We will have staff ready to help your

dancer to their reserved seat in the auditorium. 

That staff member or class chaperone will stay with them
through the duration of the show and bring them back to

that area to be picked up once the show is over. 

Each show will last about 1hr 45min, and dancers will
need to be picked up immediately following the show as
the staff will have the next show's performers to assist.

SHOW ASSIGNMENTS
The show assignments will be emailed by March 1st.

Simply select the 'Students' tab at the top, then 'Recitals'
to view the schedule. The sequence number is the

show order number. This is especially important for
those performing multiple numbers in one show.
That way you can help your dancer organize the

order of their costume changes ahead of time.
